With
improvements in blood banking facilities and improved access to newer iron chelator drugs, a productive life with
thalassemia has become a possibility for all. However, ‘control’ remains the mainstay of community health
programs in most countries. From a wider perspective f-thalassemia can serve as a template for the development

and application of preventive strategies for many autosomal recessive disorders.
